Paws Claws and Whiskers
Soft fur, sharp claws and twitching whiskers…What’s your favourite animal? One that meows? One that barks? Or maybe one that scurries and slithers?




Music: Children will be learning to ‘find’ their Singing Voice by learning a number of songs. They will also learn to pitch match and sing as a group. 
Maths: The children will be learning about  positions in lines and queues, left and right; counting to 20 using number lines and arrays; comparing numbers through the language of more, fewer, less and most; ordering numbers by investigating greatest and smallest; addition and subtraction within 20; shapes and patterns and measuring length.
English: Children will be exploring non-fiction books about animals. They will learn how to make notes, write labels/captions, ask questions, describe animal features/locations and use this to create an animal fact file. They will also read a traditional tale about a leopard that lost his spots. They will use this as a scaffold to create their own ideas onto a visual story map about a different animal. Then they will write their own story. At the end of the unit, the children will create a funny alphabet poem about animals.




Paws Claws and Whiskers


Computing:  Children will be focussing on planning, testing and debugging a simple algorithm. They will look at a simple set of instructions (directions left and right), then write their own and test using programmable toys.
Art & Design: Children will be observing and drawing animals, creating prints and collages of animal patterns. They will design and make a tiger food label,  to stick on a real can for imaginary sale!



RE: Children will be learning about Who is Jesus? What does it mean to be a Christian and the changing mood of Easter.


Geography: children will be using and making maps by describing the physical features they see to help them create their own imaginary map of their own zoo.
Science: Materials - children will describe the physical properties of a variety of everyday materials. They will compare and group together a variety of everyday materials on the basis of their simple properties using this information to investigate the scientific concepts for floating and transparency. They will also test, describe and compare different liquids using their senses. They will investigate colour mixing and consistency developing key vocabulary to describe what is seen and is happening.
